Prepare the sides, mounting all desired

details and fastening side doors in place.
(Doors can be made to slide using R157 door
slides.) Doors must be trimmed to fit in
space provided. Check the sides against the
body for fit and CUT AWAY roof and floor for
clearance as required. Now mount strap steps
in {loor as shown. (Alt. method: solder steps
to car side). Paint the sides, then install
window material.

Prepare roof, installing details with Goo

as shown on the plans and rounding the
ends with file and sandpaper to contour
shown in the drawings.

Paint the body, except do not paint the edges
of the floor and roof where the sides will
be cemented in place.

Fasten sides to body with Goo as follows:

Coat the edge of the floor and roof with Goo
and press the sides in place. Remove the sides
and allow the Goo, which is now on the sides as
well as the floor and roof, to dry for two
minutes, Then press the sides firmly in place.
The joint will set very quickly this way.
