We have tested Goo continuously since 1949 and
we KNOW it will do this job (and mostanyother
cementing job). Don’t take a chance with an
ordinary cement. Your models deserve Goo. Try
it. Give Gooa chance to show you some new tricks.

FOLLOW DIRECTIONS. It is important and to
your advantage to coat both surfaces with Goo
and let dry for 2-3 minutes as it says on the tube.
Or, if you prefer, you may use the TRANSFER
METHOD. Coat one part with Goo, press into
place and remove. Goo has now “transfered” to
the other surface. WAIT 2-3 minutes while the
excess solvent evaporates and tack builds up,
then press into place for final assembly.

Prepare the sides, mounting all desired

details and fastening side doors in place.
(Doors can be made to slide using R157 door
slides.) Doors must be trimmed to fit in
space provided.

Now mount strap steps
in floor as shown. (Alt. method: solder steps
to car side). Paint the sides, then install
window material.

Prepare roof, installing details with Goo

as shownon the plans and rounding the
ends with file and sandpaper to contour
shown in the drawings.

Paint the body, except do not paint the edges
of the floor and roof where the sides will
be cemented in place.

Fasten sides to body with Goo as follows:

Coat the edge of the floor and roof withGoo
and press the sides in place. Remove the sides
and allow the Goo, which is now on the sides as
well as the floor and roof, to dry for two
minutes. Then press the sides firmly in place.
The joint will set very quickly this way.
