SHORT RADIUS OPERATION

When couplers are mounted
as shown in the plans, these
cars can be made to operate
on 20" radius. To operate
on sharper curves (down to
15"), leave the diaphragms
off, cut off the coupler hanger,
and use the rear coupler
mounting hole. A new coupler
hanger can be made of wood
or metal (not in kit) and
{itted between the steps as
shown in this sketch.

REMOVABLE ROOF

Aremovable roof is desireable if in-
terior detailing or lighting is planned.
To provide for it, cutaway the regular
side support rails and make a new
support irame as shown. Sides will
be Gooed to this new, frame.

PARTITION

One of the really new features of
this kitis the method of cementing
the sides to the body. BUT, you
need a cement that willhold =
wood tometal: one thatwill
NOT come loose in a damp
basement, a cement that will NOT

crack even if the model is stored

in an attic where the temperature

may chan%e rapidly from sub-zero

Prepare sides. If the optional hand rails

are desired, drill holes and cement or
solder in place. Check sides against body for
fit and then paint. Do not paint the edges that
will be Gooed to the roof and floor. When dry,
Goo cardboard window spacers to inside of
car side, then Goo transparent window material
to the spacers. (Spacers not required on cars
with streamlined-style flat windows.)

Prepare roof, installing details with Goo

as shownon the plans and rounding the
ends with file and sandpaper to contour
shown in the drawings.

Paint the body, except do not paint the edges
of the floor and roof where the sides will
be cemented in place.

Fasten sides to body with Goo as follows:

Coat the edge of the floor and roof withGoo
and press the sides in place. Remove the sides
and allow the Goo, which is now on the sides as
well as the floor and roof, to dry for two
minutes. Then press the sides firmly in place.
The joint will set very quickly this way.
